KEEP THE SPOTLIGHT ON YOU 
Group shots and family portraits 
have their place, but are not the 
best for a professional registry.

EXPRESS YOUSELF
Your posture and position in front 
of the camera is key. Also, don’t 
be afraid to smile!

Tips for better portrait photography

IMAGE GUIDELINES
The example on the left is an 
acceptable submission: 

– Professionally shot at high 
resolution (300dpi) 

–Subject is appropriately dressed
– Neutral background 
–Subject is facing forward
– Suffi  cient space appears around 

the subject’s head and body

The example on the right is an 
unacceptable submission: 

– Low resolution (72dpi) 
–Blurry, out of focus
– Subject appears in the distance  
– Subject is facing away from 

the camera
–Poor coloring/cropping

TOP 1O DON’TS
Digital: JPG, PNG, EPS or TIFF 
Physical: We will scan physical photos that are mailed to us. 

Photo formats
1. Don’t embed your photo in a Word doc or PDF

2.  Don’t use a photo captured from the web or a 
social media account

3. Don’t submit selfi es from a phone or laptop

4. Don’t submit newspaper articles

5. Don’t photocopy or take a picture of your photo

6. Don’t submit web links

7. Don’t submit a photo of yourself at a distance

8. Don’t submit a thumbnail image

9. Don’t print your photo on an inkjet printer

10. Don’t submit outdated photos of yourself

–�Depict the subject facing forward, 
looking directly at the camera
